Mass Appeal by Bill C. Davis. This brilliantly funny yet compassionate play had a long and
critically hailed Broadway run. The play explores the conflict between an established older priest
and the impassioned young seminarian who challenges the validity of his well-routined regimen.

Last Summer at Bluefish Cove by Jane Chambers. The late Jane Chambers' Last Summer at
Bluefish Cove is a lovely study of relationships set in the lesbian world. Chambers wrote the
play in 1976, after a close friend died of cancer. Chambers herself died of a brain tumor in
1983. The central character is a vibrant, self-confident woman named Lil Zalinski, who is
spending the summer alone in a cottage on a New England beach that has been a lesbian haven
for 30 years. Also at the cove are her dearest friends, three couples, including a pair of former
lovers. There's Earth mother Rae and her partner, Annie, an acclaimed sculptor who is Lil's best
friend; Kitty Cochrane, a doctor turned best-selling author of feminist books, and her partner-
secretary, Rita; and rich dowager Sue with her girl-toy, Donna.
