2018 Pipeline Theatre Company PlayLab, 2018 LaGuardia Community College’s 
LGBTQ History Project Grant, 2015 Queens Arts Council Grant, 2009 Public 
Theater Emerging Writers Group, and 2014 Best New Work Motif Award. 
Productions include: Man Boobs (Pride Films & Plays, 2011), Nico was a 
Fashion Model (Counter-Productions Theatre Company, 2013), Animals Commit 
Suicide (First Floor Theater, 2015), Locusts Have No King (INTAR, 2016), and 
Bundle of Sticks (INTAR, 2020).
